How?

· Choose an issue that affects your community and that you care about.

· Discuss the issue with your friends and family. You may even want to

arrange a community meeting.

· Do your research. Learn everything you can about the issue you have

chosen, including the causes and possible solutions. Consult adults and

experts.

· Prepare campaign materials to help spread the word, including flyers,

pamphlets, posters, videos, etc.

· Present and distribute your campaign materials to neighbors, schools,

businesses, and at community meetings.

· Follow up. Think of a way to monitor whether the problem is improving

due to your awareness campaign. Continue to improve and expand

your campaign!

How?

· Choose an issue that affects your community and that you care about.

· Make a list of people you want to invite to the classes. Invite individuals

affected by the issue as well as those who are knowledgeable about

the issue. Don't forget to get parental consent for the participants.

· Choose a comfortable and convenient location to host your classes.

· Do your research. Consult with knowledgeable adults and experts,

hold discussions, and learn everything you can about the issue you

have chosen, including causes and solutions.

· Prepare materials for the class and then conduct the classes.

· Follow up. Ask participants for advice on how to improve the class,

invite new participants and guest speakers, and continue to educate

others!
