Fundraising Tips

In approaching co-operate sponsors for financial support or goods-in-kind for your project or other activities, you will need to do that officially and professionally. Here are some few steps to help you in your search for sponsorship. Consider them before you approach a potential funder:

1. Be well informed-take time to be well informed on your project that you want to be funded. You can also get to know more about the potential funder by visiting their website and know how you can fit into their funding strategy;

2. Look professional-dress well, all letters must be on a letterhead with your logo and other contact details and be specific;

3. Ask yourself this-what will be the direct benefit that your potential sponsor will get from supporting you?

4. Be prepared and be smart to answer question intelligently.
Other Fundraising Tips 
· Assess community need; the project you choose should not only be something you care about, but something that is needed in your community.

· Gather a team to help you in other things that relate to your organization and fundraising to support your activities. Recruit friends and peers with similar interests and concerns and with a desire to help make a difference!

· Choose your fundraising event: clothing/food/school supply drive, concert, party, performance, car wash, bake sale (keep in mind the different costs of each event).

· Determine what you need to hold your fundraiser. Try first to get whatever you can donated, and then determine what else is needed and how much it will cost.

· The money you raise, minus the costs of the event, should be equal to (or greater than!) your fundraising goal.
· Organize and hold your event. Be sure to tell everyone your fundraising goal and what the funds will be used for.
