They will have do a project on their own, they have to think about an interesting topic, what they can do about this and also have to write an paper. This will be a meeting where the school groups will have fun!; 

3. During several stages the young leaders from tomorrow will think about own projects. They have to present a concept paper in the end of this time period to their school or sister group.

In general the school students have to create own projects how to improve the live of their deprived counterparts. They will find out a lot about other cultures and also about themselves. The students studying development aid will have time with others in filtering out the main ways how to change the situations. The best project idea will be nominated and will get a prize.
